Eligibility
This competition is open to all artists.

Budget

There are three options for artists to appregub/éuot.

Option A allows the artist to separate the auawoltthe privacy fence, Option B allows the
artist to integrate the artwork with the privgey @otion C allows artist to propose using
space other than the fence, around the site.

A. $15,000 - Art Only Budget

This sum is inclusive of all artists fees, cpné@atation fee, insurance, fabrication of
artwork, site preparation, installation ancealpaject related expenses.

This amount is above and beyond the $10,000acpsvéxy fence, which the artwork can be
attached to or integrated within, but whichishesarot responsible for designing or building.
The artist does have the option to work witthikecHrlandscape designer to design the
fence if so desired.



B. $25,000 Art plus fence budget.

This sum includes all fees for both the art &acihg, (which must meet said requirements)
but which has been designed and incorporatedrbgttard is integral to the artist’s
proposal.

C. $15,000 Art in location other than the fence.

This sum is for an artwork which exists inentlitbeation from the back fence on the site.
Applicants can propose work which must be pobdisgible and may be a functional element
and not solely decorative. Spaces approprisgecém be verified during site visit.
